Remembering Alice Grundy 

 Alice Grundy passed 
away on October 28th, her 
84th birthday.  She was a 
member of AVSA for three 
years before she was finally 
accepted for membership in 
the Richmond African 
Violet society in the early 
1970’s, a club that was, at 

that time, very selective in admitting new 
members.  However, Alice was an avid grower 
of African violets, attending the shows regularly, 

and she finally convinced a member to sponsor 
her so she could join the society.  Her devotion 
to the club was second to none.  She served as 
treasurer for many years and on many 
committees, and eventually became an AVSA 
Senior Judge.   
 Alice stated that for many years violets 
were her life.  She won best in show many 

times, and was also very talented in design.  
Alice was quite competitive and could grow 

any plant well, including other gesneriads 
and species.   She entered many regional 

and national shows, and her proudest 
moment came in 1995 when she won 
best in show at the AVSA convention 
in Kansas City with her beautiful Tiny 

Wood Trail. 
 Alice’s last official club 
position in the Richmond African 

Violet Society was AVSA Representative.  
She was tireless in promoting AVSA 
membership, as well as in recruiting and 
retaining local club members.  She set the bar 
high in growing and showing her violets, and 
inspired us to grow more beautiful plants and 
create more artistic designs.  Her years of service 
and dedication to the Richmond African Violet 
Society have helped make it the strong and 
active club it is today, and she will be 
remembered and missed by many friends 
everywhere.
